§ 15.2-1416. Regular meetings.

The governing body shall assemble at a public place as the governing body may prescribe, in regular session in
January for counties and in July for cities and towns. Future meetings shall be held on such days as may be
prescribed by resolution of the governing body but in no event shall less than six meetings be held in each fiscal
year.

The days, times and places of regular meetings to be held during the ensuing months shall be established at the
first meeting which meeting may be referred to as the annual or organizational meeting; however, if the governing
body subsequently prescribes any public place other than the initial public meeting place, or any day or time other
than that initially established, as a meeting day, place or time, the governing body shall pass a resolution as to such
future meeting day, place or time. The governing body shall cause a copy of such resolution to be posted on the
door of the courthouse or the initial public meeting place and inserted in a newspaper having general circulation in
the county or municipality at least seven days prior to the first such meeting at such other day, place or time.
Should the day established by the governing body as the regular meeting day fall on any legal holiday, the meeting
shall be held on the next following regular business day, without action of any kind by the governing body.

At its annual meeting the governing body may fix the day or days to which a regular meeting shall be continued if
the chairman or mayor, or vice-chairman or vice-mayor if the chairman or mayor is unable to act, finds and
declares that weather or other conditions are such that it is hazardous for members to attend the regular meeting.
Such finding shall be communicated to the members and the press as promptly as possible. All hearings and other
matters previously advertised shall be conducted at the continued meeting and no further advertisement is required.

Regular meetings, without further public notice, may be adjourned from day to day or from time to time or from
place to place, not beyond the time fixed for the next regular meeting, until the business before the governing body
is completed.

Notwithstanding the provisions of this section, any city or town that holds an organizational meeting in compliance
with its charter or code shall be deemed to be in compliance with this section.

EXPLANATION OF BUDGET AMENDMENT

The General Fund Appropriation reflects a request by the Commonwealth Attorney for appropriation of $175 in
Asset Forfeiture funds. These funds were received in a prior year and must be spent in accordance with Virginia
Forfeited Asset Sharing Program guidelines.

The Transfer of Funds reflects a $6,415 transfer from the General Fund Contingency to the Tourism & Economic
Development budget for approved economic incentive tax rebates. A transfer is also requested in the amount of
$1,000 for the Gladstone Senior Center. This funding was previously approved for heating of the Gladstone Senior
Center. The remaining balance of contingency funding after these requests is $1,336,637.

WHEREAS, Nelson County continues to lead the ten-year-long, ongoing regional effort to advance its
Blue Ridge Tunnel restoration project from a “shovel ready” plan to a fully built success story, and,

WHEREAS, being an existing project sponsor of a Transportation Enhancement Project, Nelson County
is eligible to apply for Transportation Alternatives Program grant funds under the newly enacted MAP-21
Federal Transportation Bill (the former Transportation Enhancement Grant program), and

WHEREAS, Nelson County staff are developing a proposal in response to the Transportation
Alternatives Program grant opportunity announcement by the Virginia Department of Transportation, and

WHEREAS, Nelson County recognizes that this is a very valuable project for Nelson County, for the
Central Virginia region, and for the entire Commonwealth of Virginia, and,

WHEREAS, the County believes it's an important project for numerous community priorities, including:
* Increasing the local and regional community quality of life, adding to the area's public recreation
amenities, and promoting active and healthy communities;
e Strengthening rural economic development and strengthening the local and regional recreation
tourism, ecotourism, agritourism, and heritage tourism industries;
e Advancing community goals related to historic preservation and cultural landscape protection; and
e Implementing long-range alternative transportation planning goals.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Nelson County Board of Supervisors hereby
endorses the submittal of a Transportation Alternatives Program grant application seeking a maximum
funding award of approximately $750,000 for Phase I construction of the Blue Ridge Tunnel Project and
additionally resolves to continue its sponsorship of the proposed project.

Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP)

Overview

On June 29, 2012, Congress passed “Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century” (MAP-21).This two-year
transportation bill became effective Oct. 1, 2012, and included significant changes to the Transportation Enhancement
(TE) Program as set forth in SAFETEA-LU.

In MAP-21, several programs were combined including many of the prior Transportation

Enhancement (TE) activities, the Recreational Trails program and the Safe Routes to

School (SRTS) program.

In SAFETEA-LU, there were 12 eligible transportation enhancement activities. Under i
MAP-21, there are four defined eligible activities for the Transportation Alternatives

Program (TAP), including one called “transportation alternatives,” which replaces the 12

prior transportation enhancement activities with nine qualifying eligibilities. Transportation

In addition to eliminating some previously eligible transportation enhancement activities, Alternatives
modifications were made that more narrowly define the types of projects that qualify for

funding. The overall theme of the revisions appears to expand the eligibilities from strictly

enhancing the transportation system to include planning, construction and design related to compliance with existing
federal regulations.

Not only did MAP-21 change the eligible activities, it also made changes in how the federal funds will be

distributed. MAP-21 states that once funds are taken off the top to fund the Recreational Trails Program, the remaining
TAP funds will be split, with 50 percent of these remaining funds being distributed based on population and 50 percent
being distributed anywhere statewide.

MAP-21 also provides that Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPOs) in the four identified Transportation
Management Areas (TMAs) will make project selections in their area. The “MPO and TMA Listing” is below.

The Commonwealth Transportation Board (CTB) has established an interim policy to guide their selection of projects for
this next round (Fiscal Year 2014 funds). This includes accepting applications for existing Enhancement (TE) projects
only.

Next Application Cycle - Deadline Feb. 1, 2013

The department is currently soliciting applications for existing enhancement projects eligible for MAP-21 funding.
Existing projects are currently active projects that have previously received enhancement funds and are in need of
additional funding to complete the project.

VDOT is managing the application process in coordination with the four TMAs. VDOT will receive all applications for
existing projects including existing projects in MPO and TMA boundaries.

Two MPOs within a TMA — representing the Northern Virginia and Richmond areas — will seek applications for “new”
projects in addition to the department’s solicitation for existing project applications. Further guidance on this separate
solicitation will be provided directly by those two MPO'’s.

Note that in MAP-21, SRTS activities fall under the TAP. This year, however, VDOT has remaining SAFETEA-LU funds
and will be soliciting SRTS applications separately utilizing the prior SAFETEA-LU funding, not MAP-21 funds.

VDOT is coordinating with the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) to obtain up-to-date program guidance in order
to develop a more comprehensive program guide that includes all aspects of the new TAP. We will also continue to
work with the MPOs to develop a permanent application and selection process for future years.

The Transportation Alternatives (TA) program eliminates several of the activities previously
eligible under the SAFETEA-LU Transportation Enhancement (TE) program, including:

e Acquisition of Scenic Easements and Scenic or Historic Sites
e Transportation Museums

Other activities were modified in the new legislation, including:

Bicycle and Pedestrian Safety and Educational Activities — under TAP, these activities are still
eligible for target audiences K — 8™ grade as part of the Safe Routes to School eligibilities but not
for the traveling public in general.

Scenic or Historic Highway Programs including Tourist and Welcome Centers — under TAP, this
category is limited to the construction of turnouts, overlooks and viewing areas. Eliminated are
the driving tours including Civil War Trails, Civil Rights in Education and the Historic Marker
program as well as the tourist and welcome centers previously eligible.

Landscaping and Scenic Beautification — under TAP, “beautification” is no longer in the
definition which eliminates gateway signage and beautification, and relocating overhead utilities
for strictly beautification reasons. This also narrows the geographic scope of landscaping to
along “transportation rights of way” and changes the focus of landscaping to vegetation
management. FHWA guidance has clarified that TAP funds cannot be used for landscaping and
scenic beautification as independent, stand-alone projects.

Historic Preservation — under TAP, historic preservation is combined with rehabilitation of
historic transportation facilities and thus eliminates the preservation of old mills, inns and
taverns, and other non-transportation structures.

§ 24.2-306. Changes not to be enacted within 60 days of general election; notice requirements.

A. No change in any local election district, precinct, or polling place shall be enacted within 60 days next preceding
any general election. Notice shall be published prior to enactment in a newspaper having general circulation in the
election district or precinct once a week for two successive weeks. The published notice shall state where
descriptions and maps of proposed boundary and polling place changes may be inspected.

B. Notice of any adopted change in any election district, town, precinct, or polling place other than in the location of
the office of the general registrar shall be mailed to all registered voters whose election district, town, precinct, or
polling place is changed at least 15 days prior to the next general, special, or primary election in which the voters
will be voting in the changed election district, town, precinct, or polling place. Notice of a change in the location of
the office of the general registrar shall be given by posting on the official website of the county or city, by posting at
not less than 10 public places, or by publication once in a newspaper of general circulation in the county or city
within not more than 21 days in advance of the change or within seven days following the change.

C. Each county, city, and town shall comply with the applicable requirements of law, including §§ 24.2-304.3
and 30-264, and send copies of enacted changes to the local electoral board, the State Board, and the Division of
Legislative Services.

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§ 24.2-310. Requirements for polling places.

A. The polling place for each precinct shall be located within the county or city and either within the precinct or
within one mile of the precinct boundary. The polling place for a county precinct may be located within a city (i) if
the city is wholly contained within the county election district served by the precinct or (i1) if the city is wholly
contained within the county and the polling place is located on property owned by the county. The polling place for
a town precinct may be located within one mile of the precinct and town boundary. For town elections held in
November, the town shall use the polling places established by the county for its elections.

B. The governing body of each county, city, and town shall provide funds to enable the electoral board to provide
adequate facilities at each polling place for the conduct of elections. Each polling place shall be located in a public
building whenever practicable. If more than one polling place is located in the same building, each polling place
shall be located in a separate room or separate and defined space.

C. Polling places shall be accessible to qualified voters as required by the provisions of the Virginians with
Disabilities Act (§ 51.5-1 et seq.), the Voting Accessibility for the Elderly and Handicapped Act (42 U.S.C. §
1973ee et seq.), and the Americans with Disabilities Act relating to public services (42 U.S.C. § 12131 et seq.). The
State Board shall provide instructions to the local electoral boards and general registrars to assist the localities in
complying with the requirements of the Acts.

D. If an emergency makes a polling place unusable or inaccessible, the electoral board shall provide an alternative
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polling place and give notice of the change in polling place, including to all candidates, or such candidate's
campaign, appearing on the ballot to be voted at the alternative polling place, subject to the prior approval of the
State Board. The electoral board shall provide notice to the voters appropriate to the circumstances of the
emergency. For the purposes of this subsection, an "emergency" means a rare and unforeseen combination of
circumstances, or the resulting state, that calls for immediate action.

E. It shall be permissible to distribute campaign materials on the election day on the property on which a polling
place is located and outside of the building containing the room where the election is conducted except as
specifically prohibited by law including, without limitation, the prohibitions of § 24.2-604 and the establishment of
the "Prohibited Area" within 40 feet of any entrance to the polling place. However, and notwithstanding the
provisions of clause (i) of subsection A of § 24.2-604, and upon the approval of the local electoral board, campaign
materials may be distributed outside the polling place and inside the structure where the election is conducted,
provided that the "Prohibited Area" (i) includes the area within the structure that is beyond 40 feet of any entrance to
the polling place and the area within the structure that is within 40 feet of any entrance to the room where the
election is conducted and (ii) is maintained and enforced as provided in § 24.2-604. The local electoral board may
approve campaigning activities inside the building where the election is conducted when an entrance to the building
is from an adjoining building, or if establishing the 40-foot prohibited area outside the polling place would hinder or
delay a qualified voter from entering or leaving the building.

F. Any local government, local electoral board, or the State Board may make monetary grants to any non-
governmental entity furnishing facilities under the provisions of § 24.2-307 or 24.2-308 for use as a polling place.
Such grants shall be made for the sole purpose of meeting the accessibility requirements of this section. Nothing in
this subsection shall be construed to obligate any local government, local electoral board, or the State Board to
appropriate funds to any non-governmental entity.

The requirement stated in this section shall be in addition to requirements stated in §§ 24.2-307, 24.2-308, and 24.2-

place shall be located in a building which serves primarily as the headquarters, office, or assembly building for any
private organization, other than an organization of a civic, educational, religious, charitable, historical, patriotic,
cultural, or similar nature, unless the State Board has approved the use of the building because no other building
meeting the accessibility requirements of this title is available.

Introduction

The Department of Planning & Zoning received an application on October 26, 2012 for
consideration of a Preliminary Subdivision Plat. This application was submitted by Elk
Mountain Land Company, LLC, which is also the property owner.

The applicant proposes a division of properties pursuant to Article 5-4 “Preliminary Plat” of the
Nelson County Subdivision Ordinance.

Property Information

The site is located in the Afton area on Tax Map Parcels #2-A-1C, 3-A-82C, and 3-A-82D (Figure
1). These parcels are a combined total area of 80.86 acres, and are zoned Agricultural (A1)

(Figure 2).
These parcels are located in Afton on Howardsville Turnpike, approximately 1.2 miles from
Route 250 and approximately 0.25 miles from the Blue Ridge Parkway. The site is across the

road from Swannanoa Golf and Country Club, and is also adjacent to the Blue Ridge Parkway
along the property’s eastern boundary.

Notes from Site Plan Review

The Site Plan Review Committee met with the applicant’s team members on November 14th to
discuss the application and the proposed subdivision.

Mr. Matt Clarke, VDOT representative, confirmed that VDOT had accepted a Commercial
Entrance Plan earlier this year. He did not raise any other substantial issues, concerns, or

questions.

Mr. David Thompson, Nelson County Building Official, was not present at the meeting but
previously provided comments to county staff. Mr. Thompson requested that the applicant
provide additional information regarding requirements for emergency vehicle access
(specifically “fire apparatus”) related to some of the proposed lots.

Specifically, there was concern about the specified type and location of infrastructure to provide
emergency vehicle access to Lots 8 and 7. The preliminary plat specifies a “T-turnaround” at the
boundary of Lot 9 and Lot 8 to provide access for fire rescue equipment to Lots g, 8, and 7. This
proposed location of the T-turnaround was specified because of the steep slope of Lots 8 and 7
(between 16% and 18%), which make it relatively difficult to engineer and construct a standard-
cul-de-sac on those lots. In order to reduce development costs — and because of the applicant’s
intent to reduce the environmental impact — the applicant chose to site the turnaround at the
edge of Lot 9.

As of November 29, Mr. Thompson indicated that there are no outstanding problems with the
proposed location per his continued review of the Virginia Statewide Fire Protection Code. In
addition, Supervisor Tommy Harvey indicated to the applicant that both the proposed type and
location of emergency vehicle access would be adequate, as specified on the preliminary plat.
Additionally, the applicant has been collaborating with the Albemarle County fire and rescue
services to determine the appropriate fillet radius and other engineering requirements for the

turnaround.

Mrs. Alyson Sappington, Thomas Jefferson Soil & Water Conservation District (TJSWCD),
confirmed that a full Erosion & Sediment Control Plan is necessary. The proposed development
would also require a Virginia Stormwater Management Program (VSMP) permit issued by
Virginia Department of Conservation and Recreation (DCR).

In addition, due to the steep slopes present across several lots — such as Lots 7-12 which border
the Blue Ridge Parkway, and possibly others—Ms. Sappington advised the County to require
site-specific erosion and sediment control plans for applicable steep slope lots during the
Building Inspections permitting process (instead of allowing “Agreements in Lieu of Plans”
when acquiring building permits). These individual “lot” plans should be submitted by the Iot
owners at the time when they intend to build homes on those lots, and would be limited to the
areas of disturbance.

Notes from Applicant

Following the Site Plan Review meeting, the applicant has proactively communjcated with
County staff and other stakeholders, and has noted that they would continue to work with:

* Nelson County Department of Planning & Zoning and Department of Building Inspections to
resolve any concerns regarding emergency vehicle access to Lots 7, 8, and 9; and with

» TJSWCD to resolve all issues and potential issues related to stormwater management across
the site and, in particular, any lots containing steep slopes that will be disturbed.



* Rockfish Fire Department and Nelson County Board of Supervisors to determine if
dedicated access to a nearby off-site dry hydrant will be acceptable (as an exception to the
requirement for on-site dry hydrants).

Staff Recommendation

The applicant’s proposed use for this subdivision is compatible with the land use patterns of the
surrounding area. Although certain proposed areas of disturbance and development would very
likely be visible from the Parkway, it would not be out of character with the surrounding
properties. For example, within the first few miles of the Parkway, there are numerous other
houses and other structures visible from the road — and as such, this proposed arrangement of
lots would not detrimentally affect the character of the Parkway.

The applicant has also noted their proactive involvement with National Park Service — Blue
Ridge Parkway staff at the Asheville, North Carolina headquarters. The applicant team has been
meeting with them and corresponding since 2008, regarding the potential development of this
and other properties adjacent to the Parkway. During the most recent correspondence (a letter
from Blue Ridge Parkway Superintendent Phil Frances dated July 12, 2012), no mention was
made of this property or proposed subdivision in Afton.

There are no outstanding concerns from our Department’s perspective that have not been
identified in this report. The proposed use within Tax Map Parcels #2-A-1C, 3-A-82C, and 3-A-
82D would be appropriate and beneficial, so long as the applicant continues to successfully work
with all necessary County Departments and other agencies to properly address the items
identified in this report.

The County has fulfilled the requirements to publicly advertise this process and to notify the
adjacent landowners.

With these factors in mind, County staff recommend that the application for Special Use Permit
#2012-005, consideration of Preliminary Subdivision Plat, be favorably reviewed and approved.

Hi Candy,

The applicant is seeking a special exception to Section 4-5B of the Subdivision Ordinance. That section
is as follows:

4-5 Fire Protection.

B. Dry Hydrants. Where public water is not available and the subdivision contains fifteen
(15) or more lots, any one of which is five (5) acres or less in area, the
developer/subdivider shall provide both a dry hydrant with a natural or man-made water
source meeting the specifications contained in the National Fire Code for the subdivision
density and an all-weather access road to the same.

The applicant’'s request for the special exception seeks to avoid the creation and use of an on-site dry
hydrant with the dedicated use of an existing dry hydrant (pond) located very close to the subject
property. This is because there is no naturally occurring water source for dry hydrants on the site, as it
is located on the crest of the Blue Ridge.
