The Nelson County Board of Supervisors is seeking competitive sealed bids from qualified firms for “snow and ice removal” services in accordance with the specifications set forth in this Invitation for Bid.
A pre-bid meeting will be held on Friday, October 18, 2013 at 2:00 p.m. in the 4th Floor Conference Room of the Nelson County Courthouse located at 84 Courthouse Square, Lovingston, VA 22949.

It is strongly recommended that all interested firms conduct site visits to each service location listed prior to submitting bids.

Bids must be sent directly to the issuing department shown above by the date and time listed.  Any bids sent via facsimile, telephone, or email shall not be considered.
Hereafter, all references to “Maintenance Supervisor” within this Invitation for Bid shall be interpreted as the “Nelson County Maintenance Supervisor”.
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 I.
PURPOSE
The intent of this Invitation for Bid is to seek competitive sealed bids from qualified firms for snow and ice removal services at various locations throughout Nelson County.

 II.  
CONTRACT PERIOD
a) The Purchasing Agent shall award the contract to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder complying with all provisions of the IFB, provided the bid price is reasonable and it is in the best interest of the Owner to accept it.  The Purchasing Agent reserves the right to award a contract by individual items, in the aggregate, or in combination thereof, or to reject any or all bids/proposals and to waive any informality in bids/proposals received whenever such rejection or waiver is in the best interest of the Owner.  Award may be made to as many bidders/offerors as deemed necessary to fulfill the anticipated requirements of the Owner.  The Purchasing Agent also reserves the right to reject the bid if a bidder is deemed to be a non-responsible and/or non-responsive bidder.
b) The winning bidder/s will be awarded a firm, fixed price contract for a term of one (1) year beginning on December 1, 2013 through November 30, 2014.  The Purchasing Agent shall have the option to renew the contract for two (2) additional one (1) year terms.  Any adjustments to pricing on the Bid Form shall be submitted by the Contractor to the Purchasing Agent no later than thirty (30) days prior to contract renewal.  All negotiations and adjustments in pricing must be agreed upon in writing prior to contract renewal.  On 12/01/2014 and annually thereafter on the anniversary of the agreement, the bid pricing may be increased to reflect the established change in the Consumer Price Index for All Urban Consumers (CPI-U) for the South, Size D - Non-metropolitan (less than 50,000) as prepared by the United States Department of Labor for the preceding month of November if so requested by the contractor.  Automatic contract renewals are prohibited as are fuel surcharges.  Nelson County reserves the right to extend and/or reject any and all contract extensions if it is in the best interest of the county or to terminate any contract if the Contractor fails to perform services as specified in the contractual agreement.

a) The following service locations have been grouped into three (3) separate sections in order of priority.  Locations within Section I and Section III are also listed in priority order to ensure that facilities can conduct business and carry on daily operations efficiently.

b) Examples of equipment required to perform snow and ice removal services at the locations listed in the section above are as follows:
i) Truck with plow (single axle or up to a one (1) ton truck)
ii) Equipment (backhoe, skid steer)
IV.
SCOPE OF WORK



a) The Contractor shall be experienced in the removal and disposal of snow and ice from parking lots, driveways, sidewalks, etc.

b) All equipment that will be used shall be approved by the Nelson County Maintenance Supervisor prior to the commencement of work.  Any equipment not approved shall not be allowed on the property.

c) Any equipment that is used for snow and ice removal that has not been approved will result in work stoppage.

d) All equipment operators assigned to each location shall be qualified to operate the approved equipment.
e) Contractor is responsible for providing all fuel, oil, and vehicle/equipment maintenance to vehicles furnished.  No County facilities or tools will be used to maintain Contractor furnished equipment.

f) The Contractor shall provide walkway clearing and apply sand and/or de-icing agents to establish a safe walking area for staff and citizens.

g) Sand and/or de-icing agents must be environmentally friendly and approved for use on concrete and asphalt surfaces.  These agents must be applied as needed to cleared parking areas and sidewalks after snow and ice removal to prevent ice formation for safety.
h) The Contractor shall be allowed a maximum response time of two (2) hours from notification from the Maintenance Supervisor to be on site.  No services shall be initiated by the Contractor without prior approval from the Maintenance Supervisor.
i) The Contractor shall place snow in areas that will prevent melt water from draining back onto cleared surfaces.

j) The Contractor shall not place snow in parking lots and sidewalk areas that will melt and become a potential freezing hazard.

k) In case of excessive amounts of snow and/or consecutive accumulations, the snow shall be removed from the parking areas when deemed necessary by the Maintenance Supervisor.

l) All snow and ice shall be removed from in front of all collection containers.  The same shall be removed from the top of receiving and recycling cans at the collection sites listed in Section III above to prevent potential road hazards during waste management transport.

m) The Contractor shall supply the Maintenance Supervisor with a log sheet consisting of the following information for each location within 72 hours following the snow/ice event for validation:
i)
Date of service and time of notification call from the Maintenance Supervisor

Location(s) and areas serviced

iii)
Number of sand/de-icing agent applications
iv)
Work start and stop times

Equipment used

The Maintenance Supervisor must approve the log sheet(s) and attach them to the

invoice(s) submitted by the Contractor for payment to be processed net forty-five (45) days.
n) All snow and ice removal services shall be on an as-needed basis.  There is no minimum work guarantee.

V. SAFETY REQUIREMENTS:  ALL SECTIONS

a)
All vehicles and equipment shall be equipped with yellow strobe/flashing lights to ensure the safety of the Contractor, County employees, property of the County, and the general public.

b)
All vehicles and equipment shall be equipped with backup alarms to ensure the safety of the Contractor, County employees, property of the County, and the general public.

c)
Each vehicle driver must be equipped with an operational cell phone so that contact can be maintained with the Maintenance Supervisor at all times during snow and ice removal operations.

d)
The Contractor shall employ all necessary safety precautions to prevent damage to County or personal property.  Any damages shall be immediately reported to the Maintenance Supervisor.  Contractor negligence shall constitute Contractor liability.
e)
In the event of low light and/or low visibility conditions, the Contractor’s employees must wear vests that are bright in color along with reflective markings on the front and back of each vest to notify oncoming vehicles or equipment that may be in the vicinity.

f)
Reasonable care must be exercised during all plowing and snow/ice removal operations to avoid damage to paving, curbs, signs, bumper blockers, landscaping, vehicles, etc.  All damages must be reported to the Maintenance Supervisor immediately so that necessary repairs may be addressed in a timely manner.  Contractor negligence shall constitute Contractor liability.
g)
If at any time the County determines that proper safety measures are not being employed, the County reserves the right to stop work until corrective actions are taken by the Contractor.

VI.
SUBMITTAL INSTRUCTIONS
a) It is the sole responsibility of the bidder to have his/her bid submitted on time at the designated location listed on page one (1).  Any bids received after the designated time shall be considered non-responsive.
b) Any bids received by telephone, email, or facsimile shall not be considered.

c) All bids shall be signed in ink by an authorized representative of the firm.

d) Bidders are not required to bid on every section to be considered; however, bidders are required to provide pricing for each item within a section for which they are bidding.  Failure to complete the Bid Form as required may result in the bidder being determined non-responsive.
