We previously reported 123 cases by accident because we added the clinically diagnosed cases instead of counting them in the case numbers. We sincerely apologize for this confusion. All cases are accounted for and the correct numbers are listed below.
 
As of today, 4/9/20, TJHD has 123 COVID-19 cases (including 6 clinically diagnosed*):
1. Albemarle: 47 (including 5 clinically diagnosed)
1. Charlottesville: 29 (including 1 clinically diagnosed)
1. Fluvanna: 14
1. Greene: 3 (previously reported 4 but there was a duplicate report so it is actually 3 cases)
1. Louisa: 20
1. Nelson: 4
*Clinically diagnosed cases = individuals who are not tested because they are very close contacts (e.g. spouse) to someone who is lab confirmed COVID-19 positive & are experiencing symptoms. Due to their level of exposure & symptoms, TJHD considers them positive w/out a COVID-19 lab test.
