Also, please refer to TJHD's talking points below about face coverings/masks. We are starting to share this info publicly so you may receive questions.
1. TJHD highly recommends that everyone stays home. Staying home is the #1 way to protect you and your loved ones right now. Staying home is also the #1 way to prevent getting and spreading COVID-19.   
1. TJHD now recommends that people wear cloth face coverings/masks when in public settings. This is because the virus that causes COVID-19 can spread from a person even when they don't have symptoms (this is known as "asymptomatic"). 
1. Supporting message: CDC recommends wearing cloth face coverings in public settings where other social distancing measures are difficult to maintain (e.g., grocery stores and pharmacies) especially in areas of significant community transmission. Virginia has been declared as a state with "community spread" so TJHD is now recommending that people wear face coverings when in public settings.
1. Supporting message: TJHD recommends the use of simple cloth face coverings to help people who may have the virus and do not know it from transmitting it to others.  
1. If you need to leave your home, please take action to slow the spread by wearing a cloth face covering in public spaces, keep at least 6 feet of physical distance, and wash their hands. 
1. A cloth face covering can be made from items around the home, such as a scarf or cloth napkin. Make sure the covering fits snugly, reaching above your nose and below your chin. Click here for more info.
1. The general public should wear cloth face coverings/masks. The general public should NOT wear surgical masks or N95 respirators. These are critical supplies that must be reserved for healthcare workers and first responders, and other frontline staff as recommended by current CDC guidance.
